EASTER VIGIL – THE CLIMAX OF THE 

LITURGICAL YEAR 

On Holy Thursday night, our Lord Jesus Christ instituted 

the Eucharist; established the vocation of the Ordained 

Priesthood; and in act of great humility, washed His 

disciples’ feet. Upon completing this act of humility, He 

gave us the command to ―love one another‖ (John 13:34). 

The evening concluded with adoration at the altar of repose, where we 

accompanied the Lord in his hour of agony at the Garden of Gethsemane. 

Good Friday was a day of mourning, when we fasted and abstained in 

memory of Jesus. The holy water fonts are dried; and it is the only time in the 

year that Christ (the Eucharist) does not reside in the Tabernacle. The altar, 

stripped bare the night before, was transformed into the tomb slab. We walked 

with the Lord through the Stations of the Cross and relived his sufferings and

death. Christ died for us so 

that we may live.  Our Lenten 

observations reach its climax 

on Easter Vigil evening, 

when our Lord passes from 

the dead to the living. The 

evening begins with the 

Service of Light, where the 

new fire is blessed and the 

new Paschal Candle lit.   This light of Christ is then 

spread to everyone in the church through the lighting 

of individual candles. 

In the Liturgy of the Word, we hear of God’s plan of 

salvation for the humankind. In particular, the story 

of the parting of Red Sea (Ex 14:15-15:1) recalls the 

event when the Israelites left their lives of slavery 

behind, entered the water of the Red Sea and emerged 

the other side as free people. 

In the Liturgy of Baptism, like the Israelites, our elect 

leave their lives of slavery to sins behind, enter the 

water of the baptismal font and emerge as free people 

of God. We recall our own baptism as the baptismal 

water is sprinkled on us. 

Appropriately, our 7 new members of our church are 

the first to receive the precious Body and Blood of 

Christ in the Liturgy of the Eucharist. As a 

community let us congratulate John, Michelle, Ruth, 

Sharon, Tim, Veronica and Vid. 

The Rite of Catholic Initiation for Adults (RCIA) 

prepares new members to join our Catholic faith; and 

helps baptised Catholics in renewing their faith.
